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Systemair offer new low SFP range to meet best practise, energy efficient, industry needs

To coincide with the release of the latest Part L (2010) ‘Improving the energy efficiency of our buildings’ document, Systemair are producing a dedicated range of fan & air handling products depicting their many new lines of energy efficient products with low SFP values. 
These include EC driven duct fans and air handling units with heat recovery capabilities of up to 85% and will be marketed under the banner of the Systemair Fan Product (SFP) Range.
Systemair EC driven fans are equipped with centrifugal impellers with backward curved blades. All fans can be used with a 50/60 hz mains supply and voltages between 200-270 for single phase and 380-480 for three phase, without loss of performance. All motors are suited to speed control and can be used with control systems influenced by pressure, speed or temperature.  

EC motor driven technology has now been introduced to the unique MUB multi-box duct fan range which has the capability of being installed in straight through or right angled configurations and will operate at air temperatures up to 60’C, making it ideal for Kitchen extract systems. The size range of MUB EC extends to 630dia with duty capabilities up to 3.5 m3/s and pressures in excess of 600pa.
Despite these improved efficiencies this range of duct fans has been highly competitively priced and can be extremely cost effective both to the installer and end user client.  

A range of roof extract fans for horizontal or vertical discharge, again with high temperature EC motors has also been introduced which also use minimum energy consumption to provide maximum life cycle benefits. This range is manufactured from seawater resistant aluminium and is fully speed controllable with integrated motor protection and low noise levels.
Finally, the newly developed ranges of TOPVEX and ROTOVEX Heat Recovery Units are now utilising EC motor driven plug fans with inbuilt inverter and integrated fully programmable controls. When coupled with rotary wheel heat recovery efficiencies of up to 77% the units become so effective they are self-financing within a few years of installation. These units also have many other design advantages with slide out sections and full size doors for easy maintenance and simple installation through sectionalised components. The ranges have recently been extended to include weather covering for external use and have become the product of choice for many discerning consultants in recent months, which has seen the product installed on such high profile installations as Aintree Race Course and Bradford University.
